Title and Rights of the APNG and GCN

The nurses with the APNG or the GCN credential use these letters after his/her name, degree(s), and license(s).  The credential allows the nurse to receive recognition for his/her clinical practice abilities in appropriate health care setting. Advanced practice nurse licensure by state boards of nursing (or their equivalent)and reimbursement by third party payors (or their equivalent) are be governed by laws and statutes in effect in the jurisdiction(s) of clinical practice 
Genetic Nursing Credentialing

Commission (GNCC)

The Advanced Practice Nurse in Genetics credential, abbreviated as APNG, is offered to nurses with the Masters degree who practice nursing in genetic healthcare settings.  The Genetics Clinical Nurse credential, abbreviated as the GCN, is offered to nurses with the Baccalaureate degree who practice in any healthcare setting where genetic concerns arise.  Both the APNG and the GCN are awarded upon successful completion of a PROFESSIONAL PORTFOLIO that is scientifically evaluated using carefully designed rating scales based upon criteria defined in the ISONG STANDARDS published by the International Society of Nurses in Genetics, Inc. and the American Nurses Association.  (1998).  Statement on the scope and standards of genetics clinical nursing practice (available from the Executive Director of ISONG or the ANA—see contact information on the reverse).

The requirements include:

· Clinical practice experience in a genetic health setting

· Education 

APNG requires the Master’s in Nursing or equivalent; GCN requires the Baccalaureate in Nursing or equivalent

· Basic, advanced, and/or continuing education in genetics

· Teaching of patients, families, and/or communities; health professionals; and the public
